· the action or process of being freed from sin or purified.
"the process of sanctification takes deliberate action on our part"
· the action of causing something to be or seem morally right or acceptable.
"the sanctification of violence"\

How do you sanctify yourself?
To consecrate yourself is to answer God's call to spiritual consecration. This means making a conscious, willing decision to dedicate your soul, mind, heart, and body to God. This decision must be one of will, intelligence, and affection. Only you can make the decision to consecrate yourself to God. 
Soldiers for Christ offers the opportunity for making a conscious, willing decision to dedicate your soul, mind, heart, and body to God as is required by God as written in Proverbs 22:6

What is a “good” Youth Group?
A “good” youth group is a safe, accessible place for young people who choose to meet and socialize in an informal setting. Opportunities to develop skills and confidence are built into the program. The youth group will be supported by adults but will be a place where young people design their own program and activities while developing a sense of community and participation. The facility should be clean, stimulating, comfortable and easy to get to. As members of their church, young people have an equal right of access to community facilities.
Who is a “good” youth leader?

A good youth leader is someone who can set aside their judgements, prejudices and can use interpersonal skills to inform and encourage young people to live a Christ like life in a Christian community. The leader will provide support in building the individual and collective capacities of young people through promoting their skills, self-worth, creativity and enterprise. They will encourage decision making by providing biblical knowledge, enabling informed choices and personal development opportunities.
